High relative humidity (Rh) can be disastrous to stored materials.  When the Rh exceeds 55%, mold and mildew flourish, metal rusts, and electronic components corrode.  The rate of degradation increases exponentially as the Rh exceeds 60%.  Reducing the Rh (i.e., dehumidification) protects stored materials from mold, mildew, rust, corrosion, and insect and rodent infestation.  

The ADU-50 is a small (23.5” H x 12.3” W x 12.3” D), portable (37 lbs.) 115 VAC/60 Hz dehumidifying system designed for continuous indoor operation with minimal maintenance – just a simple, quarterly filter cleaning.  It’s ideal for basements, small storage spaces, RVs, and boats.    
It utilizes desiccant rotor technology to efficiently dehumidify the air.  Instead of extracting and disposing of moisture in a liquid form, the ADU-50 removes and expels moisture in a vapor form - much like your home clothes dryer does.  This method of operation allows for effective dehumidification at temperatures below 0 Centigrade.
A humidistat continuously monitors the adjacent Rh.  Should it rise above 40%, the humidistat will signaled the ADU-50 to turn on.  Once the adjacent Rh has been reduced to or below 40%, the humidistat will signaled the ADU-50 to turn off.
